Distinguished Professorships Awards

2011 Competition Announcement 
The CMB Distinguished Professorships awards offer financial support and academic recognition to outstanding faculty leaders in CMB partner universities, helping these universities to encourage and nurture their best faculty.  The awards are in the amount of $12,000 per year for a five year period, with opportunity to seek extension for a second five year period.  Criteria for selection will include academic excellence, acknowledged leadership in professional circles, and personal character and integrity. 
 An independent selection panel of distinguished international experts will review applications and interview semi-finalists, with personal interviews conducted entirely in English.  

These professorships are funded by the China Medical Board (www.chinamedicalboard.org), and administered by the Institute of International Education (IIE) (www.iie.org).  This announcement, and application forms for these professorships, are available at www.iiebeijing.org/cmb/dp/dp.html.  

What the awards support

Awards will be made directly to the university of each selected finalist, to support that professor’s teaching, clinical innovations, outreach, collaboration, and international exchange.  Distinguished professors will occasionally be asked by the CMB to play a mentoring role, chairing CMB Fellows gatherings and other events.  The professors are expected to provide a nucleus of recognized talent, prestige, and capacity for advancing CMB activities at a professional level in China. 
Who may apply
Applications are made jointly by an individual and their university.  For an application to be considered, the applicant must be formally nominated by the university which employs them.  The applicant must currently be serving on faculties of medicine, nursing, public health, pharmacy, dentistry, or similar fields at one of the CMB Distinguished Professorships participating institutions (www.iiebeijing.org/cmb/dp/DP_Participating_Institutions.html).
The range of fields and experience supported by these awards is intentionally very wide, including (for example): clinical medicine, pure laboratory research, public health studies, health policy and advocacy, health systems, and medical education.  
Applicants must be under 55 years of age on the application deadline (born after 15 September 1956).  CMB Distinguished Professors will be expected to maintain a high standard of academic excellence, and to be comfortable communicating internationally in their professional fields.  For this reason, successful applicants are expected to have:

· Strong professional experience 

· Ability to interact effectively with the international medical community

· Strong oral and written English skills 

How to apply
Step 1. Nominations and Invitations
Applications are by invitation only.  Invitations to apply are based on a nomination from one of the 13 CMB partner universities.  Each institution is invited to select and nominate up to three (3) candidates to apply for this award in 2011, using the University Nomination Form:  

University Nomination Form  [standard form required]
The university nomination form indicates your university’s support of your application to this program.  The form must be completed by your university leadership and stamped with the seal of the university.  Each CMB partner university may nominate up to three candidates this year.  
The university should submit an electronic copy of the nomination form via email, on or before 15 July 2011 to: <cmb@iiebeijing.org>, with the subject line “CMB Distinguished Professorships Nomination [name of the university]”. 
The university should submit a paper copy of the nomination form with the university seal by express mail (EMS), on or before the postmark deadline of 15 July 2011, to the mailing address below.
 
Please note:
1. In contrast to last year’s process, no applications will be automatically reconsidered from previous years.  

2. In this year’s Distinguished Professorships Awards competition (2011), no nominations will be accepted for candidates who applied in last year’s Distinguished Professorships Awards competition (2010).   

3. CMB runs three competitions each year: the Distinguished Professors Awards, the Faculty Development Awards, and the Next Generation Fellowships.  Individuals may be nominated for and apply to only one competition in a given year.

Step 2. Writing and compiling the application
A properly completed application will include all of the following items, listed on the Application Cover Page:

 
Application Cover Page [standard form required]
· Curriculum Vitae 
Please ensure that start and end dates are given (year & month required) for each period of international experience.

Personal Essay 
In this essay, describe your plans for the next 10 years:

· What do you hope to do?  
· Why is it important?  
· How would this award enhance your ability to do this work?  
· Where do you see yourself in 10 years?  
The essay must not exceed 1,000 words in length.  The paper copy of the essay must be signed by the applicant.


Bibliography and Abstracts of Five Publications 
Select no more than five (5) of your publications in English-language journals which best represent the scope of your professional work.  For each of these journal articles, please provide:

· Bibliographic data: authors, title, and bibliographic references
Example: Xu B, Hu DC, Rosenberg DM, Jiang QW, Ling XM, Lu JL, Robinson N. Chronic hepatitis B: a long-term retrospective cohort study of disease progression in Shanghai, China. J Gastroenterol Hepatol.2003,18 (12):1345-52.

· The abstract of the publication (not full length documents) 

Letters of Recommendation  [standard form required]

Select three people (“References”) to write Letters of Recommendation.  These letters should include:

· One letter from a colleague at your university, typically a professor. 
· Two letters from people outside your university.  These people may be scholars, researchers, public intellectuals, government officials, or others.  It is important that they are knowledgeable about your professional and personal qualifications for this award.  At least one of these two letters should be written by an international counterpart who is outside of the Chinese mainland and is familiar with the fields of your research or practice.
This step typically requires significant time to complete, so we urge that applicants begin early to request these letters.  


 
Step 3. Submitting the application
Individual applicants should submit application materials directly, in paper and electronic copies as follows:

Submit a paper copy of one complete set of ALL application materials by express mail (EMS), on or before the postmark deadline of 15 September 2011, to the mailing address below.           
 
Submit electronic copies of the first four items (Application Cover Page, Curriculum Vitae, Personal Essay, and Selected Citation List) via email, on or before 15 September 2011, to: <cmb@iiebeijing.org>, with the subject line “CMB Distinguished Professorships Application [your name]”.  We request that these copies be in Microsoft Word format, and not exceed a total of 1 MB in file size.
No application is complete without three letters of recommendation.  Applicants are responsible to see that recommendations reach the IIE office by the deadline.

Unless other directions are given, all application materials must be completed in English.
